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Company Eligibility Requirements

A Must be a technology or knowledge-driven business
developing new products or services for growing markets.

A The business must have a gross revenue that, in the
preceding fiscal year, did not exceed $5,000,000 and has
fewer than 51 employees.

A The business must be registered in Alberta or Canada
and carries on more than 50 percent of its business
activity in Alberta.

A The applicant must not have previously been awarded a
voucher in the amount being applied for.



Other Conditions

A Business can receive one of each voucher ($10K & $50K)
over life of program.

A Vouchers expire nine months from date of issue.

Vouchers can not be used for to pay for services already
funded through any other municipal, provincial or federal
program.

To

Vouchers are non-transferable, but can be pooled.

Must be a written agreement that specifies the work
undertaken by service agency and the cost.

A Voucher can pay up to 75% of the eligible project cost (to
max value of voucher); company must contribute at least
25%.
